> National Pension System- Changing Your Category

All residents in Japan between ages 20 and 59 are obligated to enroll in the National Pension System, and each per-
son falls under one of the three categories shown below. Submitting a notification is required at the time of enroll-
ment as well as when there is a change in your category. You may not be able to receive benefits if you do not notify
the city hall of your change, so please remember to complete the required procedures.

National Pension System Categories

Category 1 insured persons are self employed persons and those in the farming or fishing industry and their
spouse, students or part-time employees who are 20 years old and older. Procedures can be completed at the Oki-
nawa City Hall Shimin Ka Kokumin Nenkin Tanto service counter.

Category 2 insured persons are those working for a company or government office who are also enrolled in Kosei
Nenkin (employees’ pension insurance system) or Kyosai Kumiai (mutual aid pension system). Their employer will
complete procedures as needed.

Category 3 insured persons are spouses and dependants of category 2 insured persons. Their employer will com-
plete procedures.
