eWelfare benefits for Disabled Children (under 20 years old)
This benefit is available to children under 20 years old and lives at home or are currently in a hospital with a
severe disability, and need special and constant assistance throughout the day. Children who are staying at
a care facility are not eligible for this benefit.
How to apply: You must provide a doctor’s statement and other documents. Please contact the division in
charge for details.
Regarding the revision of the amount of Special Disability (Children/ Welfare) Benefit
Based on the national Price Index for the year 2018, which was disclosed as of January 18, 2019, the
amount of benefits will be revised to increase at 0.1% as of April 2019.
Special Disability Benefits : ¥27,200 (+ ¥260 from the previous year amount)
Welfare benefits for Disabled Children: ¥14,790 (+ ¥140 from the previous year amount)
*If you are already receiving benefits, please notify Shogai Fukushi Ka of any major changes, such as a
change to your name or address, if you entered a care facility, are in a hospital for more than three months,
or the beneficiary is deceased. If you continue receiving benefits without submitting the appropriate notice,
you will be required to return the full amount that you have received.
