You lose qualification to enroll in the Japanese Pension system when you turn 60. However, if you have not met the re-
quired enrollment years (25 years) or the required 40 years of payment and are not able to receive full amount of benefits,

you can volunteer to continue paying your premiums even after you turn 60.

<<Those Eligible to Extend Enrollment>>

- Those 60 and over and under 65 whose payment months total less than 480 months. (If your payment
months total less than 300 months by the time you turn 65, you can extend your enrollment until you are 70

years old if you were born before April 1, 1965.)

*Japanese nationals between 20 and 65 residing overseas can also enroll.
