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The Okinawa Chamber of Commerce and Industry was established in 1953 and celebrated
its 70th anniversary in 2023.

During that time, initiatives to stabilize the operational foundations of small and
medium-sized enterprises in Okinawa City and promote and develop the local economy have
been pursued, alongside various policies in its role of a comprehensive regional economic
organization.

Currently, the Chamber is comprised of 2,400 member businesses and actively supports new
operational development, business succession, and even business continuity enhancement
support plans, all of which will greatly contribute to the sustainable development of business
establishments.

In addition, the Chamber will work to promote DX (digital transformation) and cashless
payment systems able to cope with inbound tourism, and provide consultation and guidance
on management rationalization, continuing to engage as an "Action-Oriented Chamber of
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Commerce and Industry” that responds to the needs of the times.

With Okinawa Arena now complete, Okinawa City hosts many events, including those for
sports and music, and is visited by many people from inside and outside the prefecture.

The Eastern Seaside Development Project, which has the largest beach in Okinawa (900
meters), will soon be partially open for use, and there are high expectations for the
development of a lively and vibrant city that communicates the attractiveness of Okinawa
City.

Okinawa City is where traditional and outside cultures intersect, and it has flourished as a
vibrant city built upon a unique and cosmopolitan culture.

Together with Okinawa City, the Chamber of Commerce and Industry will aim to achieve
further growth, while at the same time working to ensure that the small and medium-sized
businesses that have supported the region can respond to changes in the social environment
and continue to make a strong contribution to the development of the region.
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The Okinawa City Tourism & Products Promotion Association was established as the "Koza
City Tourism Association" on January 31, 1962, and celebrates its 61st anniversary in 2023. It
was granted a corporate charter as the Koza Tourism Association by the Ryukyu
Government on December 25, 1967, and in 2014 changed to a general incorporated
association, followed again in 2015 with a change of name to the current one used today - the
"Okinawa City Tourism & Products Promotion Association."

As of May 2022, there are 167 members.

Its mission is one of promoting tourism and products in Okinawa City and helping it become
the international culture and tourism city it aspires to be, as well as aiming to contribute to
the development of the local economy, the improvement of welfare, and the enhancement of
the public good. The association believes that a wide range of community development
activities in the tourism, culture, economy, and welfare spheres is required in cooperation
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with city authorities and community organizations.

As part of our activities, our biggest event is the Okinawa Zento Eisa Festival, which boasts
the largest turnout of visitors in Okinawa Prefecture.

The three days of festivities draw huge crowds of spectators for a melting-pot of excitement.
In addition, the Association is fully behind the Peaceful Love Rock Festival, which heralds
the arrival of summer, as well as the International Carnival in the fall.

We have also been commissioned by Okinawa City, Okinawa Prefecture, Okinawa
Convention & Visitors Bureau, and the Japan Tourism Agency to engage in PR activities for
Okinawa City and Okinawa Prefecture outside of Okinawa. The holding of the Basketball
World Cup in August 2023 is a wonderful opportunity to work together with citizens to
further promote Okinawa City and attract more visitors.
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
