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Okinawa City, where people hailing from more than 50 countries live and form the Chanpuru (mixed) culture, offers a variety of
events throughout the year, from cosmopolitan events to large-scale events on the prefectural level, such as the Okinawa Zento

Eisa Festival and the Okinawa Marathon.
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Okinawa Marathon
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This is one of Okinawa Prefecture's most famous citizen's mara-
thons, running through the central region of the main island of Okina-
wa. There is a full marathon and a 10-kilometer race on a course
certified by the Japan Association of Athletics Federations with an
elevation difference of more than 100 meters, and more than 10,000
runners participate.

Eisa Night
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Eisa performances are held throughout the city on the weekends
from June 13, the anniversary of Okinawa City's "City of Eisa" declara-
tion, through to the lunar Bon Festival, in order to set the mood for the
Okinawa Zento Eisa Festival.
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Okinawa City Industry Festival
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This is a comprehensive industrial exhibition that brings together a
variety of products for exhibition and immediate sale in a single loca-
tion, and includes booths for Okinawa City's famous food and bever-
ages, local products, crafts, hands-on manufacturing experiences
and corporate PR, as well as booths from Okinawa's sister cities. The
many visitors include those from all age groups, from children to the
elderly.
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Okinawa Zoo & Museum Festival
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This festival is held at the Okinawa
Zoo & Museum during Golden
Week. Visitors can enjoy many
hands-on programs to learn about

animals and manufacturing, as well
as stage events.
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Peaceful Love Rock Festival
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This historic rock festival started in 1983, and symbolizes "Okinawa:
City of Music." It has become a regular summer fixture in Okinawa
Musicians of all ages, from veterans to young talent, appear in the
festival lineup of hot live shows
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Okinawa Zento Eisa Festival
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Started in 1956 during the time of Koza City, the predecessor of Okina-
wa City, this is the largest eisa event in Okinawa Prefecture, and is held
every year on the weekend following the Lunar Bon Festival. The event
brings together youth associations from all over the prefecture and
boasts a total attendance of more than 300,000 people over the course
of its three days.
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Okinawa City Shionomori Fireworks
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This is a large fireworks display put on to promote Shionomori, a man-made
island off the eastern coast of Okinawa City, both within and outside the prefec-
ture. Held on the same day as the Toubu Festival organized by local residents,
the display will brightly illuminate the night sky off the east coast of the main
island while energizing Okinawa City itself.
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Okinawa International Carnival
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This is an event with a rich international flavor unique to Okinawa City, where
people from more than 50 countries live. In addition to parades and live music, a
variety of events will be held, including a mix of ethnic performances from around
the world.
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Koza Motorsports Festival
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Aiming to realize the development of the Okinawa Circuit, this is a comprehen-
sive event held to promote the appeal of the automobile-related industry and

motorsports, and will include a variety of attractions, such as exhibits of automo-
biles, motorcycles, and other vehicles.
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Okinawa Performing Arts Festival
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This is where visitors can appreciate and experience a variety of cultural and
performing arts, including the city's traditional performing arts, regional performing
arts, live music performances, workshops and exhibitions
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Okinawa Zoo & Museum Christmas Fantasy
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This is the prefecture's largest illumination event, and is held at Okinawa Zoo &
Museum during the year-end and New Year holidays. The park is decorated with
approximately 1.4 million light bulbs, and visitors can enjoy social-media-ready

spots and laser light shows. Visitors can also experience playing in the snow at
the Snow Amusement Park.
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
