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Issues the City Assembly is Focused on

The Okinawa City Assembly is the municipal legislative body. It
represent the city’s citizens, deliberating and making decisions on
how the city administration shall operate. By city regulation, the
assembly has 30 seats. It holds four regular sessions annually, as
well as extraordinary sessions as the need arises, to carefully
consider a range of issues and problems facing the municipality.

The assembly has four standing committees, which take a more
specialized perspective when deliberating numerous proposals
and other items. The four standing committees are divided into
general affairs, education and welfare, civil and economic affairs,
as well as construction. There is also an ad hoc committee known
as the Investigative Special Committee on Base Affairs. To
facilitate assembly management and operation, the Assembly
Management Committee has also been established.
